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Background

In Spring 2021the lowa Department of Publidealth (IDPH) secured the services of the Center for
Social and Behavioral Research (CSBR) at the University of Northern(ldMi to assist in the
revision, design, and implementation of the lowa Youth Survey (IYS).

The IYS is aperiodicsurvey of lowayouth in grades'® 8" and 11". The 1YS has been administered
since 1999, and there have been a number of revisions in the questionnaire content and analysis
approaches over the years.

The 2021 IYS, dta collection began on September 27, 2021 and esrdBidvember 19, 2021. Data
collection was scheduled to end on Novembdl, b2t was extended to Novembef"t® accommodate
school requests. In total, 175 out of 192 registemedmunity school district&CSDg or private schools
administered the survey at least one grade; the vast majority administered the survey tb, & 6
and 11" grades.

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Physical Wellbeing

All students participating in the 2021 1YS wexrgked about their physical wdleing on topics related to
physical activity, nutrition, homelessness, any ongoing physical or mental impairments that limit their
daily activities, and whether they had experienced a concussion over the past 12 months. More
specifically for the physical activity items, students were asked about the typical number of hours of
screen time per day that they spend for something other than school work and the number of days that
they were physically active for 60 or more minutesr the past 7 days. For nutrition, students were

asked about their daily fruit intake as well as their daily vegetable intake over the past 7 days, and if they
had experienced hunger in the past 30 days. Students who reported they had experiencsdianconcu

over the past 12 months were also asked about the number of times they experienced a concussion
during this time frame. Students who indicated they had ever been homeless were also asked whether

they had been homeless in the past 12t
